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Colossians 3:17 “Whatever you do in word or 

deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving 

thanks through Him to God the Father.”  It is so 

very easy to get our lives out of balance as we 

juggle work, family, church, kids’ activities, yard 

work, and somewhere in all of our busyness find 

some time for rest. Our loving God never meant 

for our lives to be so filled with activity and 

busyness that we do not take time to rest, recover, 

and renew. It is why He has provided us with this gracious command and invitation, 

“Remember the Sabbath Day and keep it holy.” As summer begins for us here at Zion 

we should remember God’s promise in the Sabbath to renew and restore us by his 

Word and to encourage us to live a life that is balanced by His grace and Holy Spirit. 

 The first part of the balanced Christian life is being in the place where God reaches us. 

In our busy lives it is tempting to say that we don’t need to be in worship to have a Sabbath rest, 

we don’t need to be in church to be renewed spiritually. Yet nowhere else do we have the prom-

ise of God in the proclamation of the Word that our sins will be forgiven and where we encoun-

ter our living Lord coming to us in Sacrament. God reaches down to us to renew, restore, and 

revive us. In worship with fellow believers, in the study of God’s word the very hand of God 

reaches down to lift the burdens of life from our shoulders. 

 The second part of the balanced Christian life is for us to reach into our church commu-

nity.  The  bible tells us “by this all men will know that you are my disciples, that you love one 

another.” My home pastor always referred to the church members as our “forever family.” A 

balanced Christian life is showing love, care, and concern for fellow members. It means getting 

to know one another on Sunday morning more than just shaking hands as you walk out the  

door, but building a relationship in study of God’s word, in fellowship events, in working together to build a joyful, vi-

brant community of faith. As we reach into our church we seek to encourage the weak, bind up the wounded, carry the 

grieving, and visit those who we are missing. Sometimes it is just a phone call out of the blue while other times it is invit-

ing someone to lunch after church, or to come over to play some “corn hole”. A joyful, loving Christian community is 

contagious as we reach in to love each other as Jesus has loved us, it is part of a balanced Christian life. 

 Finally, a balanced Christian life is reaching out to the world around us. We reach out by telling others how God 

has reached us with His love and grace, and how He has lifted the burdens of life from our shoulders giving us a peace 

that passes all understanding. As we reach out to those around us we also show them the love of Jesus in helping them 

with their burdens, helping them with their struggles, meeting their needs.  As we reach out it may be through serving our 

community by picking up trash, helping someone who is struggling with health issues, or simply being available in a time 

of need. In doing these things we show the love of Jesus to them and have the opportunity to tell of the loving God who 

has reached down to us.  

 At Zion, we are seeking to have balanced Christian life as God reaches down to us, as we reach in toward each 

other, and out toward our neighbor. In this balanced Christian life we will find the peace and love of God that gives us 

rest, restoration, and purpose to our faith. As you enjoy this summer take time to live out this balanced Christian life.
