
ability to fight and defend himself.  To-

day we see all sorts of people who need 

a belt because their pants are around 

their knees.  They could not defend 

themselves or run because they would 

be too busy holding up their pants.  

The belt of truth is what sets us free to 

be the people of God, to defend the 

church, ourselves, and other Christians 

without having to constantly hold up 

lies and untruths.  What is the basic 

truth of God that sets us free?  It is the 

truth that God has kept his word from 

beginning to end by sending to us a 

savior in Jesus Christ, who suffered for 

our  sin and was raised to new life for 

our redemption.  It is this truth that the 

forces of spiritual darkness cannot with-

stand and cannot overcome.  The truth 

of God enables us to move with swift-

ness and certainty in our mission and 

witness.  Yet it is also the truth of God 

that we need to hear daily in our lives, a 

truth that assures us that no matter how 

great the opposing forces are, nothing 

can overcome the truth of God.  

As we begin with Rally Day on Septem-

ber 12th I encourage you to come and 

stand firm with your brothers and sis-

ters in Christ and put on the belt of 

truth.  Put on the belt of truth as you 

study and rejoice that God has always 

kept his word.  Put on the belt of truth 

that daily sets you free to be His people 

in this world and prepares you to stand 

firm against the lies and untruths of our 

enemies.  

In Ephesians 6 the Apostle Paul describes the 

forces that are arrayed against us, “For we do not 

wrestle against flesh and blood, but against rulers, 

against the authorities, against the cosmic powers 

over this present darkness, against the spiritual 

forces of evil in heavenly places.”  When we look 

at all that stands against us in this world it could 

rightly cause us to tremble with fear.  Yet the 

Apostle Paul does not tell us to run and hide or to 

give up hope.  Instead he boldly tells us, “take up 

the whole armor of God, that you may be able to 

withstand in the evil day, and having done all to 

stand firm.  STAND, having fastened on the belt 

of truth.”  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Paul uses the imagery that everyone in the day 

would understand— the Roman Centurion.  The 

Romans as hated as they were, brought peace 

through strength and they were the most feared 

soldiers in world.  Yet they were also a picture of 

strength and might even when surrounded by ene-

mies.  Paul takes the different pieces of the Roman 

armor and applies it to the Christian life to en-

courage us to stand firm against all the forces that 

surround the Christian and the Christian 

church.  The Roman soldier wore a belt so that it 

would hold up the other pieces of his armor and 

clothes so that they would not get in the way of his
